Issue of Learning Packs

Learning Packs will be issued on a weekly basis.  Children will have a week to enjoy and have fun with their Learning Pack.  When the child returns to school, at an agreed date and time, the class teacher will go through the pack talking about the content with the child and looking at the work the child has done.  To show staff are pleased with the effort made by the child and to encourage them for their next Learning Pack, encouragement and praise stickers will be given.

At the end of term, as recognition of participating in using the learning packs, a certificate will be issued to each child.

Evaluation

To evaluate the contents and use of the pack, parents will be asked to complete a questionnaire toward the end of June.  Comments and responses will be taken into consideration when preparing packs for the new entrants next session.

Learning Packs

What are they?

Learning packs contain a selection of focused activities that can be shared by parents and their child.  In so doing the parent is actively contributing to their child’s development and preparation for school.  This in turn may help to establish positive attitudes towards formal learning.

Using the Learning Pack is an effective and positive way of welcoming pre-school children into the school environment.  When exchanging the Learning Pack the child will meet school staff and become more familiar with the physical setting, which will soon become very much part of daily life.

Aims of Learning Packs:

· To encourage parents to take an active part in their child’s learning.

· To make parents aware that the school values the part they play in the development of their children’s skills

· To encourage parent and child to have special fun and activity time together.

· To provide opportunities for parents and staff to meet and exchange information in a welcoming situation.

· To give children additional opportunities to become familiar with the school environment.

· To give staff opportunities to meet with the child and get to know what the child can do prior to beginning school.  This helps the teacher plan for the individual child.
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Each Learning Pack will contain some or all of the following:

· Storybook

· Nursery Rhyme

· Game

· Pattern Activity

· Jigsaw

· Lacing Activity

· Paper and Felt Pens

· Handwriting Activity

· Fuzzy Felt

Each pack has paper and felt pens so the child can draw a picture if they wish.
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
